HYDERABAD: AS many as
35 family members of the Um-
rah pilgrims, who died in the
tragic bus accident recently,
has reached Saudi Arabia on
Wednesday for the DNA pro-
cedures and funeral of their
loved ones. The Telangana
delegation overseeing the pro-
cedures assured them of full
assistance during their visit.

The Telangana Government
directed the Telangana State
Haj Committee to arrange the
travel to Saudi Arabia for fam-
ily members to the victims of
the bus accident.

Telangana Haj Commit-
tee Chairman Syed Ghulam
Afzal Biyabani Khusro Pasha
said that on Tuesday night,
the Haj committee has sent
as many as 35 family mem-
bers, along with three officials
of the Haj Committee, to the
Saudi. “Another eight or 10
people will leave for Saudi
Arabia by tomorrow depend-
ing upon the availability of the

flights;” he said. The chairman
said the Government of India
delegation led by Governor of
Andhra Pradesh Justice $ Ab-
dul Nazeer also left for Saudi
Arabia on Wednesday. He
called on Governor and has
urged for the full assistance
from the Central government.

Meanwhile, the  three-
member delegation from Tel-
angana include - Minister for
Minority Welfare Mohammed
Azharuddin, Principal Secre-
tary Minority Welfare Depart-
ment B Shafiullah and AIMIM
Nampally MLA Mohammed
Majid Hussain. 'The delegation
has been coordinating with
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the Saudi authorities for the
DNA procedures and to fa-
cilitate the final rites of the
45 victims of the bus acci-
dent case.

Majid Hussain, who is a
member of the Telangana
delegation, reviewed the ar-
rangements being managed
by Saudi authorities, who
are collecting DNA samples
from the relatives to match
with the victims’ remains.

According to the MLA,
the delegation met the fam-
ily membersin Saudi Arabia
on Wednesday and assured
the families that every pos-
sible support would be ex-
tended.

Majid Hussain said, “The
family member will be un-
dergoing a DNA test and
the sample will be matched
with the DNA collected
from charred remains of the
bodies.

After confirming  the
identity of the victim, the
final rites will be performed
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in Saudi Arabia, most likely
in Jannat-ul-Bagi”

Meanwhile, AIMIM
chief and Hyderabad MP
Asaduddin  Owaisi ~ said
that Ambassador of India
to Saudi Arabia Dr Suhel
Ajaz Khan had spoken to
him and informed about
the progress. Dr Suhel had
reached Madina, to oversee
the formalities. The Minis-
try of External Affairs offi-
cials are also in touch with
Dr Suhel, said Asad Owaisi.

GHMC intensifies drive
to catch stray dogs
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FOLLOWING recent legal
developments and debates
over street dog manage-
ment in Delhi courts, street
dogs in parts of Hyderabad
are now being picked up
and caged by the Greater
Hyderabad Municipal Cor-
poration (GHMC).

In areas such as Lalapet
and other local stretches in
the city, GHMC teams have
been seen arriving with ve-
hicles and cages to capture
street dogs. The canines
are being rounded up and
shifted as part of an inten-
sified drive.

According to  officials,
the exercise is being carried
out in response to growing
concerns and instructions
over street dog manage-
ment, safety and regulatory
norms after the Delhi street
dog case came into focus.

Vehicles equipped with
metal cages are being used
to transport the dogs from
residential lanes and mar-
ket areas. The operation
has been observed across
several streets, where packs
of dogs that usually roam
freely are being confined
and taken away by the
teams.

GHMC employees are
moving through  inner
lanes, identifying groups
of dogs and placing them
in designated cages before
loading them into the vehi-
cles. With the ongoing ac-
tivity, the presence of street
dogs in some stretches has
visibly reduced.

Thedrive marks a notice-
able shift in the handling of
street dog related issues in
the city, indicating a more
active intervention by the
civic body in line with re-
cent legal and administra-
tive developments.

HYDRAA clears encroachment
at KarmanghatPark site

IN yet another operation, the
Hyderabad Disaster Man-
agement and Asset Protec-
tion Agency (HYDRAA) on
Wednesday has removed the
unauthorised  structures at
a 450-sq-yrd park site in Sai
Ganesh Nagar, Karmanghat.

According to the HY-
DRAA, Sai Ganesh Nagar
was laid out in 1979 with 176
residential plots, along with
an open space of 450 square
yards exclusively for a park.

The officer at HYDRAA
said a complaint was received
from the residents

that some individuals start-
ed encroaching the park land
and began constructing an
illegal room and a boundary
wall. When locals questioned
the activity, the encroachers

allegedly threatened them.

Following complaints from
the residents, HYDRAA offi-
cials conducted an on-site in-
spection, along with the other
department  officials. They
identified a room, a wall and
other unauthorised structures
on the land designated for a
park.

Upon scrutiny, the docu-
ments submitted by the rel-
evant individuals, they con-

firmed that the construction
was completely illegal and
were not registered in the
Sub-Registrar's office.

Acting swiftly, HYDRAA
officials  themselves  de-
molished the unauthorised
structures and cleared the
park land. Colony residents
expressed gratitude to HY-
DRAA for safeguarding the
park space and preventing
further illegal occupation.
